Do not hesitate to make an additional 3 
copies of your letter and send them to your US Senators and Representatives shown on the letter.  They also need to 
hear from you!  Your letters/comments must be postmarked by 5 May 2005 to be counted!  The letter can also be

Subject: Comments to the Mark Twain National Forest Plan 
 
To Whom It May Concern: 
 
 I would like to thank you for the opportunity to comment on the Draft Mark Twain National Forest Plan.  I have enjoyed 
visiting the Mark Twain National Forest (MTNF) for many years and look forward to future visits.  As a trail user, motorized 
access the MTNF is very important to my entire family.   
 

I am very disappointed with the direction (reduced motorized access opportunities) the MTNF has taken with the 
implementation of the 1986 Forest Plan.  Roads, trails and large areas of the forest have been closed to motorized recreation 
without any known justification other than to meet some road or trail density requirement.  The MTNF designation of an 
additional 20 miles of OHV trails around Sutton’s Bluff falls short of meeting the needs of motorized trail users. 

 
I am also concerned that Draft Forest Plan states that the current process of road and trail closures is working and does 

not justify taking action to fix the situation.  I have seen countless examples of how these trail and road closures are not working 
and are not being acceptable by the local residents and other motorized users.   Closing trails and roads to meet a quota is just not  
working and causing a significant division between the MTNF, area residents, and the various user groups.   I believed that 
MTNF’s Draft Forest Plan has really missed an opportunity to address this issue and fix the problem.  The Draft Environmental 
Impact Statement (DEIS) barely mentions this road/trail closure issue in item 7d, page 1-9 stating  “There is a need to clearly 
state the existing Forest direction of OHV and ATV use of “closed unless posted open.”  Clarify the relationship among the Forest 
Plan direction, State Law, and the Forest Supervisor’s closure order.”    However, neither the DEIS or the Draft Forest Plan 
explains how this clarification will fix the fundamental motorized access problem.  I believe this will just result in more trail and 
road closures, more enforcement problems, and still larger management problems.  

 
I am also disappointed that the neither the DEIS or the Draft Forest Plan made any significant reference to USDA/ 

National Forest Service’s recent attempt to better deal OHV usage with recent changes to 36 CFR Parts 212, 215, 261, and 295.  
The revision to these documents clearly reflects the need to better manage and provide additional motorized recreation.  I 
strongly disagree with the connection the DEIS attempts to make on page 1-15 regarding “open unless posted closed”  OHV 
management and the wed sited provided for documentation (http://www.fs.fed.us/projects/four-threats/facts/unmamanaged-
recreation.shtml). I agree that all types unmanaged recreation is a serious issue, but the site does not state that an “open unless 
posted closed”  management policy is unacceptable method of OHV management.  The site only deals with the Unmanaged 
Recreation problem and makes my earlier point of the need for the National Forest to better manage all types of recreation.  The 
site also goes into great detail regarding the proposed rule USDA/USFS changes to the CFRs as I mentioned earlier in this 
paragraph.   So again, I am very disappointed that neither the DEIS or the Draft Forest Plan have recognized this problem, 
listened to the hundreds of users, nor provided any guidance or any hope of resolving this motorized access issues. 

 
I am also disappointed that alternative 3 still contains several 6.1 semi-primitive non-motorized management areas.  I 

have never had anyone explain the value or provide valid rationale for this management area.  While I strongly support proper 
timber and mining operations within these 6.1 areas (and other areas of the MTNF), I have never understood why it is ok to log 
within these 6.1 areas, but to not allow other motorized access.   These 6.1areas need to be converted to semi-primitive motorized 
management areas (6.2). 

 
 In closing, I would strongly recommend that the Forest Service reconsider their decision not to consider motorized 
recreation/access a significant issue.  Changes are clearly needed to provide and manage motorized access to the MTNF.
